RE: Revision Residential January 2027 

 

We have an amazing revision opportunity for our current Year 10 students as they progress into Year 11.  

We have been lucky enough to secure places at Whitemoor Lakes Residential Centre in Lichfield. The 

proposed visit will take place from Wednesday 13th January 2027 (leaving at 9.30am) through to Friday 

15th January 2027  

(returning at 15.00pm). Students will need to attend school as normal on the Wednesday in time for 

registration and tutor time, they will then need to be collected from school upon our return on the Friday.   
  

This opportunity will allow students to revisit the set texts in preparation for their summer exams. 

Alongside this, they will have the chance to participate in a range of team building activities. These could 

include: archery, zipwire, raft building, climbing, orienteering; in the evening there will be a campfire and/ 

or a disco.  
 

The cost of the trip is £190 per student. A non-refundable £50 deposit, through MyChildAtSchool, is 

required by Monday, 23rd March 2026. To ensure the safety of all the students during the trip it is 

imperative that the students have the ability to behave responsibly. Students who have received sanctions 

for inappropriate behaviour, that is not in line with school expectations, will unfortunately be removed 

from the proposed visit and lose their deposit. This is also applicable whilst on the trip; any behaviour that 

brings the school into disrepute will result in parents having to collect their child from the residential and 

all payments will be lost. Once the deposit is paid you will be able to pay in instalments through 

MyChildAtSchool.     

  

A list of necessary items will follow alongside a meeting to share further information. Please ensure that 

your child has a packed lunch on the day of departure, if your child is eligible for free school meals, this 

can be collected from the canteen prior to departure. Any further meals, activities and accommodation is 

covered by the initial cost.
