Joining our VI Form is not an easy option; our students are committing to continuing on their educational journey and thus are expected to work hard both in and out of the classroom, whilst also engaging in life outside of lessons through extra-curricular activities and events. 
Thomas Becket VI Form students will:
· Respect the general rules and procedures of the school
· understanding that they have a duty to behave maturely; acting as positive role models for younger students in both the school and the community.
· not use social media to make derogatory, false or malicious comments which could bring staff, students or the school into disrepute.
· not use a mobile phone, airpods, headphones outside of the VI Form Centre. 
· not use a mobile phone in registration or lessons unless given specific permission by a member of staff.

· Attend school every day when fit to do so
· maintain attendance of at least 96%.
· accept that should their attendance fall below 90% they may not be eligible for free entry to their examinations. In this instance they would need to pay the required examination fee to sit their exam.
· arrange routine medical/dental appointments/driving lessons outside the school day.
· ensure that in the event of unavoidable absence their parent/carer will contact the school in the morning of each day of absence. 

· Arrive at school by 8.30 every day
· attend registration every morning at 8.45, and if failing to do so attend a 30 minute afterschool detention.
· arrive punctually to all lessons, and if arriving after 5 minutes within to the lesson attend a 30 minute afterschool detention.

· Come to school suitably dressed for a working environment adhering to the Vi Form dress code
· understand that if they are not dressed suitably they may be asked to return home to change.
· wear their VI Form lanyard and ID card around their neck at all times.

· Respect the VI Form and school building
· ensure that the kitchen is kept clean and tidy with any utensils being washed up.
· return laptops to the charging cupboard when finished using making sure they are plugged in to recharge for the next person to use.

· Take responsibility for their learning and use independent study lessons in school effectively; undertaking extra reading and research to complement the syllabus
· come equipped and prepared to learn, ensuring subject folders are taken to every lesson.
· make sure that homework and coursework is completed on time and to the best ability.
· check Teams and school email accounts regularly to ensure they are up to date with key announcements and deadlines.
· Understand that the minimum expectation is that a pass grade will be achieved at the end of Year 12 in order to successfully transition into Year 13. 


Parents and carers will:

· Ensure that my child attends school every day when fit to do so
· maintaining attendance of at least 96%.
· accepting that should their attendance fall below 90% they may not be eligible for free entry to their examinations. In this instance they would need to pay the required examination fee to sit their exam.
· arrange routine medical/dental appointments/driving lessons outside the school day.
· ensure that in the event of unavoidable absence contact the school in the morning of each day of absence. 
· support the school’s attendance policy, particularly with regard to taking students on holiday during term time.

· Ensure that my child arrives at school by 8.30 every day 
· so that they can attend registration every morning at 8.45.
· support any detentions issued in accordance with lateness to registration and lessons.

· Ensure that my child comes to school suitably dressed for a working environment adhering to the VI Form dress code
· understanding that if they are not dressed suitably they may be asked to return home to change.
· Inform the school about any concerns or problems that might affect your child’s work or behaviour.

· Not use social media to make derogatory, false or malicious comments which could bring staff, students or the school into disrepute.

The school will:

· Ensure that all students have high expectations of themselves and be ambitious. 

· Monitor their attainment through key assessment points and clearly communicate this to students and parents. 
· Implement academic and/or pastoral support when appropriate.

· Support students with Post 18 applications.

· Use Class Charts and My Child at School (Bromcom) as a means of notifications for detentions.

· Provide learning folders for each subject being studied.
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
